Then, you are free to explore SeaWorld on your own until the park closes! You must exit through the
Main Gate at the end of the day. We will have a short lunch break. Lines to purchase food can be very
long. Bring lunch in a disposable container. No glass. straws, or coolers are allowed in the park. It's
a good idea to bring sunscreen, insect repellent, water, rain poncho, and camera. If you have questions,
contact Bill or Merilee Clifton at 407-331-3427 or sciencepartners@cfl.rr.com.
